As such, Global 
Seed Savers is seeking an exceptional, details-oriented, and committed team member 
interested in learning the daily operations of organizing non-profit events and 
communication campaigns.  
 
Specific job duties may include:

Ensuring that event updates and sponsor 
recognition is executed. 

• Participate in social media strategy and generate online and print 
communication material; 

• Create 7 social media post per week for Global Seed Savers via 
Facebook, Twitter, Instagram.

Duration and Time Commitment: A semester or quarter-long commitment is required (4-
6 months is ideal length). Ideal candidates can devote a minimum of 10 hours a week to this 
internship with at least one day based at our Denver office at The Posner Center for 
International Development. Must be available to work 9th Annual Nourish Event on 
Saturday, October 26th from 9am-4pm.
